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BIOGRAFY OF OCTAVIO TONY FERNANDEZ

Octavio Antonio Fernandez Castro (born June 30, 1962), better known as Tony Fernandez, is a former Major
League Baseball player most noted for his defensive skills, setting a nine-year record for shortstops with a .992
fielding percentage in 1989.[

Fernandez was first scouted by the Toronto Blue Jays’ famed Latin America scout
Epy Guerrero[2] and was signed as an undrafted free agent. Promoted to the Blue
Jays in 1983,[3] Fernandez became the team’s full-time shortstop in 1985,[1] and
contributed significantly to the team winning its first division title that year. Fer-
nandez continued to star for the Jays for several years afterwards. His 213 hits in
1986 were, at the time, a major league single-season record for a shortstop (the
record has since been surpassed).

Before the 1991 season, Fernandez was traded to the San Diego Padres in a major
deal that also sent Jays star Fred McGrift to San Diego in exchange for Roberto
Alomar and Joe Carter.[1] Fernandez played well for San Diego for two years and
then began the 1993 season with theNew York Mets. After a disappointing start, he
as traded back to the Blue Jays.[1] He played well for the remainder of the season
and was instrumental in helping the Blue Jays win the 1993 World Series. In that
World Series, Fernandez drove in nine runs,[1] a record for a shortstop.
Fernandez played for the New York Yankees in 1995. It was because of an injury
early in the season to Fernandez that Derek Jeter was called up to the major leagues for the first time.

n 1997, he reached the World Series again, with the Cleveland Indians, thanks in large part to his own ga-
me-winning home run against Baltimore in the American League Championship Series.[1] This is the only 1-0
game in postseason history where the run was an extra-innings home run. Playing at second base, he commi-
tted an error in the bottom of the 11th inning in Game 7 of the World Series; this broke up a potential double
play, and the eventual World Series-winning run was put on base.[5] He hit a two-run single in the top of the
third inning for the Indians” only runs of the game, and would have been credited with the Series-winning hit
for Cleveland had they won the game.

In 1998, he rejoined the Blue Jays, and revitalized his hitting, batting over .300 in two seasons there.[6] In 2000,
Fernandez played for the Seibu Lions in Japan[7] before returning to the majors the following year. When he
returned in 2001, he briefly played for the Milwaukee Brewers but returned to Toronto late in the season,[8] and
retired at its conclusion.

A very thin man, Fernandez had a tilted, wavering batting stance[10] that made it appear as if he might not be
strong enough to hold his bat. From early in his career he carried a scar on his right cheek from a pitched ball.
Fernandez was a noted fitness fanatic; he liked buying unusual home exercise machines and trying them out in
the clubhouse.

Early in his career, Fernandez was well known for his exceptional defensive skills at shortstop, and was des-
cribed by Ivan Maisel in a Sports Illustrated article as having “the range of a Texas cattleman”.[11] He was espe-
cially famous for leaping into the air while simultaneously making an underhanded throw to first base, on balls
hit far to his right.

Ferndndez was awarded four consecutive Gold Glove Awards for his defense, from 1986 to 1989.[13] Fernandez
was also named to five All-Star teams. He finished his career with a .288 batting average in 2,158 games played,
and batted .327 in postseason play. Fernandez hit for the cycle as a New York Yankee on September 3, 1995 pla-
ying against the Oakland Athletics.
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BRIEF HISTORY OF THE "FOUNDATION TONY FERNANDEZ"

Since its founding in 1995, the Academy of Baseball Tony Fernandez Foundation located at kilometer 12 and
through the Hato Mayor-El Seybo road., Is a gateway for children and young people looking to develop in base-
ball and in other area of life, it is a large space that is available to the residents mainly poor children around sugar
industries.

And the goal of the Foundation intended to accommodate 120 young people aged 13 to 18 years where they can
develop their skills in baseball and in studies, receive the teachings of baseball, can study and prepare for techni-
cal careers through a working and middle school . The place also serves as a retreat and as headquarters for most
of the charitable activities of the Tony Fernandez Foundation for poor people in the area and the country.

The facilities will receive at the academy and later in the labor school, athletes better grades will be scholarships
at universities in the United States.

Besides the complex built in Hato Mayor Tony Fernandez Foundation presented the “City of Hope” project in-
volves the construction of a sports complex for up to 7500 people for human formation that will provide child-
hood education, health and sports, which began in the Solar sector Milton Borough Villa Central in Barahona, a
province in the south.

An investment of 400 million pesos is calculated (8.9 million US dollars) distributed in building a children’s hos-
pital, an orphanage, a vocational center, a multipurpose room, and parking areas, housing about 60 athletes, one
temple, a golf driving range and other facilities.

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BIOGRAFIA DE OCTAVIO TONY FERNANDEZ

Octavio Antonio “Tony” Fernandez Castro (nacido el 30 de junio de 1962 en San Pedro de Macoris) es un ex
shortstop dominicano que jugo en las Grandes Ligas de Béisbol mas conocido por sus habilidades defensivas
estableciendo un récord para un shortstop con un porcentaje de fildeo de .992 en
1989.

Fernandez fue descubierto por el famoso scout dominicano de los Azulejos de
Toronto Epy Guerrero2 y fue firmado como amateur sin reclutar. Ascendido a
losAzulejos de Toronto en 1983,3 Fernandez se convirtié en el campocorto titular
del equipo en 1985,1 y contribuyé de manera signioficativa a que el equipo ganara
su primer titulo de la division ese afo. Fernandez sigui6 siendo la estrella de los
Azulejos durante varios aflos después.

Antes de la temporada de 1991, Fernandez fue traspasado a los Padres de San Die-
go en un importante acuerdo que también envi6 la otra estrella azulejos Fred Mc-
Griff a San Diego por Roberto Alomar y Joe Carter.1 Fernandez jugé bien para San
Diego por dos afios y luego comenzé la temporada de 1993 con los Mets de Nueva
ork. Después de un comienzo decepcionante con los Mets, fue traspasado nueva-
mente a los Azulejos de Toronto.1 Jugd muy bien el resto de la temporada y fue un
instrumento clave en ayudar a los Azulejos de Toronto ganar la Serie Mundial de
1993. En esa Serie Mundial, Ferndndez remolc6 nueve carreras,1 estableciendo récord para un torpedero.4

En 1997, particip6 de nuevo en la Serie Mundial, gracias en gran parte a su propio jonrén contra Baltimore que
le dio la victoria a su equipo en la Serie de Campeonato de la Liga Americana.1 Por desgracia, cometi6 un error
muy inoportuno en la parte inferior de la 11ava entrada en el Juego 7 de la Serie Mundial, lo que trajo como
consecuencia una potencial doble matanza, malogrando la eventual victoria en la Serie Mundial.5 En 1998, se
reincorpordé a los Azulejos de Toronto, y revitalizo su bateo con promedio sobre .300 en dos temporadas.6 En

el 2000, Fernandez jugd para los Seibu Lionsen en Japon7 antes de regresar a lasGrandes Ligas el afio siguiente.
Cuando volvié en 2001, jugd brevemente para los Cerveceros de Milwaukee, pero regresé a Toronto a finales de
la temporada,8 y se retir6 definitivamente.9

Un hombre muy delgado, Fernandez tenia una inclinada, y vacilante postura de bateo10 que le hacia aparecer
como si no pudiera ser lo suficientemente fuerte para sostener el bate. Desde los comienzos de su carrera lleva-
ba una cicatriz en la mejilla derecha. Fernandez era un fanatico del fitness, le gustaba comprar inusuales maqui-
nas de ejercicios caseras y llevarlas al clubhouse.

Al principio de su carrera, Fernandez era muy conocido por sus excepcionales habilidades defensiva en el cam-
pocorto. Fue especialmente famoso por saltar en el aire al mismo tiempo que tiraraba discretamente a primera
base los hits que bateaban a su derecha.11

Fernandez fue galardonado con cuatro Guantes de Oro consecutivos por su defensa, de 1986 a 1989.12 También
fue seleccionado a cinco Juegos de Estrellas. Terminé su carrera con un promedio de bateo de .288 en 2158 par-
tidos jugados, y bate6 .327 en postemporada. Fernandez realiz6 un hitting for the cycle cuando pertenecia a los
Yankees de Nueva York el 3 de septiembre de 1995 jugando contra los Atléticos de Oakland.13

Las facilidades que recibiran en la academia y mas adelante en la escuela laboral, los atletas de mejores calificacio-
nes seran becados en universidades de los Estados Unidos.

Ademas del complejo construido en Hato Mayor la Fundacién Tony Fernandez presentd el proyecto “Ciudad de
la Esperanza” que consiste en la construccion de un complejo Deportivo con capacidad para 7500 personas para
la formacion humana que proveera educacion, salud y deportes a la nifiez, el cual se inici6 en el sector los Solares
de Milton del distrito municipal de Villa Central en Barahona, una provincia al sur del pais.

Se calcula una inversion de 400 millones de pesos, (8.9 millones de délares US) distribuido en la construccion de
un hospital para nifios, un orfanato, un centro vocacional, un salén multiuso, y dreas de estacionamientos, aloja-
miento de unos 60 atletas, un templo, un campo de préactica de golf entre otras facilidades.
